 We are now working with the school district to help the guidance counselors 

and nurses and we are fingerprinting the children of our city ς just one more 

step to protecting those who cannot protect themselves.  

Do I want 

our city and our state to have the best programs possible and rules that will 

protect our children and punish the abuser? Yes.  It does take a village and I 

need you with your ideas, your contributions, your time and most of all your 

heart ς to help me help them. 

We are having to purchase our building this year and make some 

renovations.  If you will keep us in your prayers and if anyone is willing to 

donate some time to construction, painting, putting up tubular shelving, 

turning a kitchen into a usable area for the kids, then please call.    It is scary 

for me but I know who is really in charge and know that the great man 

upstairs will provide and guide.  Thank each of you for what you have done 

and join me in each day saying a prayer for the children of this city for their 

protection and safety.
