I would like to share a story with you that our administrator, Cathy Keagy,
saw firsthand. A young girl 12 years of age was taken out of her drug
infested home one night recently and because of places being closed was
taken to a jail, given jail clothes to put on and flip flops. She was kept
overnight in the jail. The next day on the way to DSS to be processed, they
stopped by our Children’s Closet and Cathy gave the young girl some clothes,
shoes, underwear and other items. I cannot imagine how this experience has
and will change her life. My heart aches from just knowing she was living in
these circumstances and then to be taken away by strangers and held in a jail
overnight must have been the most frightening thing of all.

Please PRAY for her and others who are suffering so. One day I pray with
your help a girls’ home will be built as a long term residence for girls who can
not be adopted or for innocent girls in a similar situation with nowhere to go.
